Fr Paul lights the Easter Candle from the Holy Fire with the taper, 
saying:

Fr Paul bearing the Candle moves into the church, followed  
by the altar party and congregation.  After a short time all stop and 
the Candle is raised.  Fr Paul sings:

All move further into the building and then stop again.   
The versicle and response are repeated, and the candles of those  
around are lit from the Easter Candle. 

 
All proceed to the centre of the building and stop once more.  The 
versicle and response are again repeated, and all other candles in 
the church are now lit.

As Pharaoh drew near, the Israelites looked back, and there were 
the Egyptians advancing on them. In great fear the Israelites cried 
out to the LORD. They said to Moses, ‘Was it because there were no 
graves in Egypt that you have taken us away to die in the 
wilderness? What have you done to us, bringing us out of Egypt? Is 
this not the very thing we told you in Egypt, “Let us alone and let us 
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serve the Egyptians”? For it would have been better for us to serve 
the Egyptians than to die in the wilderness.’ But Moses said to the 
people, ‘Do not be afraid, stand firm, and see the deliverance that 
the LORD will accomplish for you today; for the Egyptians whom you 
see today you shall never see again.

 The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved 
and went behind them; and the pillar of cloud moved from in front of 
them and took its place behind them. It came between the army of 
Egypt and the army of Israel. And so the cloud was there with the 
darkness, and it lit up the night; one did not come near the other all 
night. 

 Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The LORD drove 
the sea back by a strong east wind all night, and turned the sea into 
dry land; and the waters were divided.
